GUEST SPEAKER today is Max Turner MLA for Bendigo West, whose
subject is "China".

At our May meeting the Guest Speaker was Chief Superintendent
of Police David R. Mansell, District Commissioner, 0 District
who was introduced by Bill Clemens.

The speaker had much to say about crime and illegal activities
in modern life particularly in Bendigo. Drunkenness is currently
a serious problem in Bendigo but in his opinion this kind of
offence should not be dealt with by court procedure, but rather
by the i ssu i ng of penalty not ices, thus gi ven the courts more
time to deal with other cases.

The Neighbourhood Watch scheme is operating well with 52 active
areas in the city.

Members of the pol ice are doi ng good work in the schools,
educating children in the way to proceed with traf~ic.

An increasing problem is the carrying and use of offensive
weapons, particularly knives. The police are now using metal
detectors to locate them.

The Chief Superintendent gave us some statistics to think
about. The population of 0 District, which is very widespread,
is in excess of 150,000, mostly concentrated in Greater Bendigo,
Police service numbers in the 0 District, 500, and in the whole
of Victoria 10200. In the 0 District there are 92 police vehicles
operating, and in Victoria, in total over 2000. The value of



these vehicles $25 million.
Further statistics were presented on road accidents, and fatal-

ities. The most common cause of accidents is carelessness.
The whole subject shows the need for more education of road
users. Most accidents in the Bendigo area occur within 5km
of the home of the victim. Surprisingly daylight hours are
worse than dark time, probably because of greater usage.

In conclusion Chief Inspector Mansell commented on personal
development courses, and showed us some slides used in observation
training.

Cliff Binks expressed the thanks of the members, and made
the usual presentation.GFEDCBA

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PROBUS, in full MARCUS AURELIUS PROBUS (d. AD 282),
Roman emperor 276-282. Son of a Balkan military
officer, he served with distinction in the army,
and apparently was eastern praetorian prefect when
his troops proclaimed him emperor in opposition
to Florian, who was soon killed by his own men.
Probus' reign saw continual frontier warfare against
hostile tribes on the Rhine and Danube, complicated
by insurrections in Britain, Gaul, and the East.
His policy of allowing outside tribes to settle
with in the empi re proved dangerous. Fourth-century
writers attest to his intense interest in agriculture.
He encouraged the planting of vineyards in Gaul,
Spain, and Britain and was evidently killed by troops ~
who resented (in addition to his strict discipline)
being detailed to agricultural reclamation work
in the Balkans.
